Over the weekend,I held a "Chat with CheW’ in which almost two dozenmembers
of the community expressedtheir concerns about the Janney/TenleyPublic-Private-
Partnership.The residentsrequestedthe following information, and I urge you to provide
suchinformationbeforeor at the DeputyMayor for PlanningandEconomicDevelopment’s
DMPED upcomingJanney/TenleyPPPcommunitymeeting. Accordingly, pleaseprovide
meand the communitywith the following information:

I. A detailedtimeline of all the entities of this proposedproject e.g. - Janney’s
addition and modernization, the Tenley Library modernization, the land
dispositionresolution,and the P.U.D. processfor the LCOR development.The
timeline should also indicate all the different steps LCOR will have to take
before, during, and after the P.U.D. processassuming the developmentis
approved,and how thesesteps will affect the Tenley Library and the Janney
Schoolmodernizations.

2. A financial breakdownof the proposedPPP. Include a descriptionof how the
LCOR developmentoffsets funding for the TenleyLibrary andJanney’saddition
and/orprovidesmoneyfor the Library or othercommunity projects?Also, does
the LCOR contractinclude a guaranteedmaximumprice? Is the LCOR contact
a fixed price contract?How will DMPED addresscost over runs?

3. What factors did the Mayor/DMPED rely upon to conclude that Janney’s
property is surplusandthus no longerneededfor public use?

4. How will the LCOR developmentaffect traffic on Wisconsin Avenue and the
surroundingneighborhood?Has a traffic study beendone? Will a traffic study

be done,if so,when?



5. Will there be an environmentalassessmentof the proposedproject andwhen
will that be conductedas this processproceeds?

6. Has the Office of Public EducationFacilities Modernizationcreateda site plan
for Janney’saddition? If so, pleaseprovideit.

7. Pleaseprovide details about how DMPED will solicit community input and
responseto residentsconcernsat the community meeting. The community
would like a format that does not filter questions through a moderator,and
propose the formation of a line to ask their questions to the appropriate
presenter.
