PSA	202	Crime	Trends:	

There	were	4	violent	crimes	in	PSA	202	in	December,	higher	than	November,	December	2014	and	our	
2015	monthly	average.	Property	Crimes	were	up	28%	from	November,	but	was	roughly	equivalent	to	
December	2014	and	our	2015	monthly	average.	Over	70%	of	all	Thefts	(18	out	of	25)	occurred	along	the	
commercial	corridors	in	the	PSA.	Over	80%	of	all	Thefts	from	Autos	(24	out	of	29)	occurred	along	or	
within	2	blocks	of	the	commercial	corridors	in	the	PSA.	Overall	crimes	were	roughly	unchanged	from	
2014	to	2015.
