Crimes	were	roughly	equivalent	to	January	2016	and	lower	than	the	previous	year.	Over	87%	of	all	
Thefts	(20	out	of	23)	occurred	along	the	commercial	corridors	within	the	PSA;	most	were	shoplifting	
offenses.
