Overall	Property	Crimes	were	roughly	
the	same	as	last	month,	with	a	significant	decrease	in	Thefts	from	the	same	month	in	June	2015.	Most	of	
the	Thefts	(18	out	of	24)	were	from	retail	establishments	and	2	were	at	Wilson	HS.
